He is the creator of a new philosophical current called the new German realism, in opposi-
tion to the old realism, materialism and postmodernism, the latter which he qualifies as a

variant of constructivism.

As a fascinating speaker, he introduces the world of philosophical thought that we all face in
one form or another, and connects this with the great social issues of our time. He is in
demand as a speaker at conferences around the world and has given several lectures on
topics such as Al and the future of work at the economic summit of the Siiddeutsche
